On July 22, the church celebrates the Feast Day of Mary 
Magdalene —  one of the original Galilean disciples of Jesus.  
All four Gospels name Mary among the women who followed 
Jesus to Golgotha, witnessing his passion and death.  On the 
day after the Sabbath, she went to his tomb, intending to 
anoint his body.  Instead, she found an empty tomb. “Mary 
stood weeping outside the tomb.”  Then suddenly she “saw 
Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus” 
until “Jesus said to her ‘Mary!’ She turned and said to him in 
Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!’ (which means Teacher). Jesus said to 
her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because I have not yet ascended to 
the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, ‘I am 
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your 
God.’”   

In the tradition of the great patriarchs and prophets before her, 
Mary “went.” She becomes the first to witness to the Risen 
Lord, announcing to the disciples—and down the ages to us—
“I have seen the Lord.”    

Lord, give us the courage to go where we are  called.  
 

Come Holy Spirit, help us, like you did Mary Magdalene and 
all the apostles, to witness to the Risen Lord in our daily lives.

Jana Leslie is a native of Leander, Texas—a thriving suburb on the 
outskirts of Austin, Texas. She grew up singing and playing the piano 
in the Assembly of God church in south-central Texas and has led 
numerous church bands and choirs over the past 25 years. Jana 
relocated to Maryland after high school and graduated from the 
University of Maryland with Honors in 1994 where she was active 
with the University of Maryland Chorale. She went on to graduate 
from the University of Maryland School of Law in 1997 and now 
practices law in the areas of state and local tax and unclaimed 
property.

Pledged offerings as of May 31 are running $50,000 below budget. While many parishioners are up to date with 
or even ahead of their pledges, and this is greatly appreciated, there are many others who have fallen behind.   

· Our stewardship campaign resulted in pledges totaling more than $600,000 in support of Christ Church 2009 
programs and ministries -- a 14% increase over 2008 pledges. But pledged offerings so far this year are at 
the same level as 2008. 

· As of the end of May, five months into the year and 42% of the way through 2009, pledged offerings amount 
to only 33% of 2009 pledges – a significant drop off from the 39% experienced over the last four years. 

Virtually all aspects of our parish life, including the growth of our music programs, our vibrant youth programs, the 
enhancement of our worship experience, and the multitude of call driven ministries that result in so much good 
being done in our communities, are sustained by and benefit from the time and talent of our parishioners and the 
offerings we pledged to give. 

In a year such as this, when so many people are in need of our help, it is important that we fully support our 
programs and ministries that are so critical to the welfare of our parish and community. If you have fallen behind 
on your 2009 pledge, please make an extra effort to get caught up as soon as possible. Your support is needed to 
“Keep the Light Shining” in fulfillment of our mission “to be the light of Christ in our community as a reflection of 
God’s love.”
